
Mounting Instructions
Öhlins shock absorber kit HO 519 for Honda Hornet 600
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Öhlins shock absorber 46 HRCS
Your Öhlins shock absorber type 46 HRCS
features the following adjusters:

Compression damping adjuster
Adjustments are made on top of the reservoir.

Rebound damping adjuster
Adjuster wheel on the piston shaft above the end
bracket.

Spring pre-load adjuster
Adjustments are made by turning the rings with
the c-spanner. Clockwise for harder adjustment,
counter clockwise too release the pre-load.

NOTE!
When delivered the Öhlins shock absorber is
dialed to recommended settings for the specific
brand and make of the vehicle. If you have
changed the settings, check like this:

The adjusters have a normal right hand thread. Turn
the damping adjusters clockwise to fully closed (pos.
zero [0]). Turn counter clockwise to open and count
the clicks until you reach the recommended number
of clicks. See Setup data at last page.

CAUTION!
Do not use too much force, delicate sealing sur-
faces can be damaged.

During storage and transportation, especially
at high ambient temperature, the oil and
grease used for assembling may run out
inside the packing and damage the expanded
polystyrene packing material. This is not
unusual and is in no way detrimental to the
shock absorber.

WARNING!
1. It´s advisable to have an Öhlins dealer or other
qualified person to fit your shock absorber.
2. Instructions in the vehicle service manual are
to be followed when changing the shock
absorber.
3. When working on a lifted vehicle it must be
securely supported to prevent it from falling.

Mounting instructions

1
Put the motorcycle on a stand so that the rear
wheel is off the ground. Remove the seat.

2
Remove the lower and upper shock mounting
bolts.

3
Remove the shock absorber.

4
Put the Öhlins shock in place in reverse order.
Mount the upper and lower mounting bolts. Use
the bolt (439-02) provided for the lower bracket.

5
Remove the screw to the expansion vessel. (See
sketch.) Mount the reservoir bracket (01085-04) in
this mounting hole. Place the spacer (03105-01)
between the bracket and the expansion vessel.
Mount the bracket with the screw (01046-16) and
use washer (00153-04).

6
Mount the reservoir with the hose clamps (00643-
02) according to the sketch on next page.

7
Mount the seat. Check that all bolts are tightened
before you go for a test ride.

NOTE!
Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the correct
torque and that nothing fouls or restricts movement
of the shock absorber when the suspension is
being fully compressed or extended.
