Install the Ohlins shock absorber

- rebound adjuster towards the front

- gas valve up

- thin ball joint spacers on the right side of the
vehicle (so that the shock absorber centre is
as far to the right as possible).

Raise the rear wheel slightly so that the rear
bolt can be installed.
