Loosen the brake fluid reservoir and remove
the voltage regulator located above the shock
absorber.

Loosen first the lower shock absorber attach-
ment then the upper.

Remove the shock absorber through the top
and towards the rear.

Install the Ohlins shock absorber by lifting it in
position from above.

Attach the upper and the lower bracket of the
shock absorber.

9

Reinstall the voltage regulator, brake cylinder
and the lower fairing.

Lower the vehicle so that the suspension is slightly
compressed before tightening the screws.

Ensure that all screws are tightened to the correct
torque and that nothing fouls or restricts movement of
the shock absorber/front fork/steering damper when the
suspension is fully compressed or extended.
